Understanding the power
of royal patronage, Her Majesty took the unprecedented step of commissioning French and
Thai couturiers to make traditional Thai village textiles into high fashion clothes and then
wore them during royal visits at home and abroad. And beginning in the 1970s, the Queen’s
patronage extended beyond her wardrobe as she promoted traditional Thai crafts of all kinds
by bringing exquisite SUPPORT products along on her travels to show the taste and skill of
Thai craftspeople to the world.
